This guide is designed to integrate the SPEAKING LANGUAGE
MASTER™ into existing classroom curriculum easily and effectively. It
may be used as a sequence of lessons that familiarize the user with
the SPEAKING LANGUAGE MASTER'’s complete functionality. It can
also be utilized as a periodic reference source for instruction on
specific features by searching the table of contents for the desired
topic.
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1. Check the unit for batteries.

The SPEAKING LANGUAGE MASTER™ uses four AA batteries.
Turn the unit over. The battery cover has a triangle impression on
it. Slide the battery cover off in the direction the triangle is pointing.

2. Remove or install the batteries.

If the SPEAKING LANGUAGE MASTER has batteries, remove
them and wait 15 seconds. Install the batteries carefully following
the diagram etched into the bottom of the battery compartment.

3. Replace the battery cover.




Spelling Correction

The SPEAKING LANGUAGE MASTER™ can be used for verifying

the spelling of words as well as editing compositions. For example, a
student may be comfortable using the word ‘neighbor’ in their spoken
vocabulary but may be unwilling to use it in their written compositions
because the spelling is difficult. Phonetically, they may spell it ‘nabor.

ON/OFF

1. Turn the unit on by pressing the @ key.
The screen should display:

If this screen does not appear, press the C——3 key.
2. Type ‘nabor’.

3. Press the key.

The SPEAKING LANGUAGE MASTER will flash the message

This part of the list will not be visible on the
screen. It will be below the first three lines. The

student can use the key to scroll through
thelist.

Note: The desired word may not always be first on the correction list.
This will depend on how the student approximates the spelling.

Hearing Words Pronounced

Many students will be able to find the correct spelling of their word
from the correction list. But for those students who are unable to
make the distinction, the pronunciation feature is critical. By enabling
students to hear each word in the list pronounced, the SPEAKING
LANGUAGE MASTER™ assists them in identifying the desired word.
This multisensory approach helps to reinforce the acquisition of new
words.

1. With the word ‘neighbor’ highlighted on the screen, press the

SAY
— key.

The student will hear ‘neighbor’ pronounced and realize this is the
word they are after.



Note: the volume control is located on the right side of the unit
next to this symbol - y)). Rotate the dial upward to increase the
volume.

Students may be curious about unfamiliar words that appear in the
correction list. They can conveniently hear these words when using
the SPEAKING LANGUAGE MASTER™. Simply use the key to

highlight the desired word. Next have the student press the —— key.

L earning about the Alphabet

Young students who are learning the alphabet can work
independently or in cooperative groups with the SPEAKING
N LANGUAGE MASTER, to see and hear the name of each

letter. This multisensory stimulus aids in better retention. Press any
SAY

letter, followed by the —= key. To hear a different letter, press the

CLEAR

> key. Doing so will erase the display so a new letter can be
entered. This is an especially effective method when working with
students for whom English is a secondary language, and whose
primary language’s alphabet may have different characters.

Headphones
We encourage teachers to employ the use of headphones in the
classroom. Using headphones has two advantages:

» The SPEAKING LANGUAGE MASTER can be used during
instruction without disturbing other students or calling attention to
the user.

» The fidelity of the voice output is increased.

Note: The SPEAKING LANGUAGE MASTER™ has a 3.5 mm (standard)
stereo headphone jack for use with standard 8 ohm headsets. It is on the
right side of the unit above the AC adapter jack.




Definitions

Expanding students’ vocabulary is an integral part of any Language
Arts program. But how often do your students willingly use the
dictionary to look up the definitions of new words? The SPEAKING
LANGUAGE MASTER™ is an engaging and entertaining tool that
students will use to explore the meaning of new words.

1. At the correction list for ‘nabor’ use the or the keys
to highlight the word ‘neighbor’.

2. Press the KEY.

The message “Working...Dictionary entry 1 of 2. Press NEXT for
more” will flash on the screen. Then the definition for ‘neighbor’ will
appear.

Within the definition, your students will find parts of speech,
inflected forms, verbal illustrations, and selected word
etymologies. Bullets within the entry word indicate hyphenation
points.



Notice the icons at the top of the screen: Dict (Dictionary), Thes
(Thesaurus), Class (Classmates), and Conf (Confusables). They
are there to inform students about the different references
available for the words on the screen. In this example, the Dict
icon is highlighted indicating the dictionary definition is being
viewed. The Thes icon is in bold type notifying students there is
also a thesaurus entry for the word ‘neighbor.’ Further details
regarding these icons will be explained later.

Help is at hand

HELP

Students can view the help messages by pressing the
= key. To go back to the previous screen, they should

BACK

press the key.

Hearing homographs

Words that are spelled the same but have different meanings and
pronunciations are called homographs. The SPEAKING LANGUAGE
MASTER™ will discern between the different pronunciations.

Thesaurus

When students embark on writing assignments, all too often they rely
on words they are comfortable spelling. As a result, these words are
used over and over again, and students’ compositions lack interest
and dimension. To help combat redundancy, the SPEAKING
LANGUAGE MASTER™ provides students with immediate access to
over 500,000 synonyms grouped by meaning. For students, it actually
becomes a challenge to see how may new and interesting words they
can use in their writing.

CLEAR

1. Press the C—— key.

2. Type ‘good’ and press the key.

Because the entered word was correctly spelled, the SPEAKING
LANGUAGE MASTER™ automatically displays its definition.
Notice the icons. The Dict icon is highlighted informing the student
he or she is currently at the dictionary entry. The Thes icon is in
bold type. This means thesaurus information is available for ‘good.’

3. Press the E] key to access the thesaurus.

The message “Thesaurus entry 1 of 17. Press [NEXT] for more”
will flash on the screen.

Note that the highlight has moved from the Dict icon to the Thes
icon indicating to the student that they are currently viewing the
thesaurus entry. At the top right side of the SPEAKING
LANGUAGE MASTER™ the “1/17” indicates that this is the first
thesaurus entry of 17. Each entry will display a thesaurus
definition and a group of synonyms for that definition.

Jumping to a word

The SPEAKING LANGUAGE MASTER™ is capable of so much more
than a traditional dictionary. Students no longer need to flip back and
forth amongst the pages of a dictionary when they encounter
unknown vocabulary during their search for information.

Word Patterns

Learning word patterns is a particularly useful strategy for students.
Knowing the likelihood and frequency of letter sequences can help in
making spelling predictions, contribute to more accurate spellings,
and aid in the recognition of words while reading. On page 17 of this
guide, you will find a simple handout that will stir students’ curiosity to
find many exciting new words. This function is accessed with the [?*]
key.

MATCH + MAKER: Making the Connection

This strategy provides practice in defining and locating words
with prefixes and suffixes. Since the meaning of every affix
stays the same, knowing their definitions and the definition of
the root word gives students the tools for unlocking the meanings of
hundreds of words. For example, when adding the prefix ‘un-‘ and the
suffix ‘able’ to the word ‘comfort’ the result is ‘uncomfortable’.
Students should be made aware that sometimes when a suffix is
added, the spelling of a root word may change.

Homophones

Witch is which? We call them Confusables®, but you know them as
homophones. In any case, they are words that sound the same but
are different in meaning and spelling. The SPEAKING LANGUAGE
MASTER™ identifies and defines these words for students. Students
will know if there are homophones when the Conficon at the top of
the screen is in bold type.

Referred to
as “Classmates™ these lists teach students by showing them that
words are related and encourage them to expand their vocabulary.

Saving Words for Study

The continuous expansion of a student’s vocabulary is critical to his
or her success in reading fluently and writing effectively. The
SPEAKING LANGUAGE MASTER™ offers students the opportunity
to build and store over 90 vocabulary words. These words can then
be accessed for practice and review using the word games.

This personal word list can be updated by adding or deleting single
words or by eliminating the entire list. The visual and tactile

reinforcement helps students retain more information, and they have
fun while learning.

Words can be added to the User List from various screens. Three
methods will be described in this guide. The first and most basic
method is at the “List” screen.

Adding Words to the User List from a Definition

‘etymology’ the word ‘linguistic’ appears. An ideal way for students to
practice unfamiliar words, such as ‘linguistic’ is to add them directly
from the definition to the study list. With the SPEAKING LANGUAGE

Splitting the User List

In some classrooms, having the option of two personal word lists in
the SPEAKING LANGUAGE MASTER™ can be very useful. For
example, some students may need to share a unit during the course
of their studies and thus each student can enter their own list. In other
cases, students may require more than one list: one for weekly
vocabulary assignments, the other for new or unfamiliar words.
Another possibility is to separate words by subject. To split the User
List, follow the steps below.

Games

The games in the SPEAKING LANGUAGE MASTER™ are designed
to be as much fun as they are instructional. The 12 word games
challenge the user on various skill levels to test their word knowledge.
In the process, they will discover new words, meanings, and uses.

By partnering the User List with the games, students can use the
SPEAKING LANGUAGE MASTER as a private tutor. This method of
studying words can be very appealing for students, and for teachers,
the games can serve as a vehicle for motivating uninterested
children.

To use the User List in these games, follow the instructions below.
CLEAR

1. Press the C—— key.

The list of games will appear on the screen. Select one of the 5
games (Anagrams, Spelling Bee, Hangman, Word Blaster or
Word Deductions) that can be played with your User List.

Anagrams — Form words using the letters from a word selected by
the SPEAKING LANGUAGE MASTER.

Jumble — Unscramble the letters to form a word.

Word Builder — Type in a word or a group of letters and the
SPEAKING LANGUAGE MASTER will build a list of words based on
those letters.
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Flashcards — Use this game to improve vocabulary by studying
randomly presented words.

Spelling Bee — Type in the correct spelling of a randomly selected
word that flashes on the screen.

Memory Challenge — Memorize an expanding list of words that are
flashed on the screen, then correctly type them in.

Hangman — Guess a mystery word, one letter at a time, within a
given number of tries.

Word Blaster — Guess the mystery word before all the letters are
revealed. You decide the speed at which to play.

Word Train — Take turns with the SPEAKING LANGUAGE
MASTER™ to select the letters that form a valid word of four or more
letters.

Deduction — Deduce the mystery letters within the specified number
of tries using clues from the SPEAKING LANGUAGE MASTER.

Word Deduction — Deduce the mystery word within the specified
number of tries using clues from the SPEAKING LANGUAGE
MASTER.
